Before You Play 
 
Cornhole can be a 2 or 4 player game. You 
can play two-on-two, or one-on-one! There 
are 8 bags total, 4 of one color for each 
team. The cornhole boards should be placed 
27 feet apart, with the hole-less ends facing 
each other. (If setting up the boards for 
children, place the boards closer together 
for easier gameplay.) 
 
________________________ 

How to Play 
 
One member of each team stands at each 
board and faces their teammate. All 8 bags 
start on the same side. To decide who tosses 
first, flip a coin or a bottle cap. 
 
Teams alternate tossing their bags onto the 
board across from them until none are left. 
During tossing, the foul line cannot be 
crossed or stepped on. 
 
________________________ 

Scoring 
 
• 3 pts – a “ringer,” or getting the bag in the 
hole without a foul. 
• 1 pt—bag on surface of board without a 
foul 
• 0 pts—bag hits the ground OR touches a 
bag on the ground. This includes bags that 
are half-on, half-off the board. 
 
Points are tallied after each round. Bags that 
cancel out are not included in the point total 
(e.g., 1 red bag on board + 1 blue bag on 
board = 0 pts). The first team to 21 wins!
